Treasurer’s Report
St. John’s Episcopal Church Annual Meeting

January 2026

The detailed financial report for 2025 and the budget for 2026 are shown on the following
pages, concluding with the restricted funds activities and balances for 2025.

Financially, St. Johns had a very strong December on record, virtually eliminating the forecasted
deficit. A special thank you to our parishioners.

The 2026 budget shows a deficit of $23K, up from last years $18K deficit. A good part of this is
due to attrition. The vestry is actively addressing ways to grow and decrease our deficit. We are
adding a campus minister, Jess Hart, to the budget. Great news though. Funding sources in this
report will show the position will have no financial impact on this year’s budget.

We did receive two substantial gifts for the year. $25K for the Peter Byrd Rodenbeck Fund to
assist our music program and $20K in gifts to financially assist with a campus minister.

Please pray for Rev. Sr. Diane and The Vestry as they explore new options for enhancing our
mission and outreach.
